I. Hesed—Agape (God’s Love) Goes Beyond Man’s Intellect 

a. Ephesians 3:19 — there had to be a way to reveal God’s True Love to Man 

i. Studying the Blood Covenant will help us grasp a greater 

understanding of God’s everlasting Love – Hesed in the Hebrew; 

Agape in the Greek 

ii. Apart from the Blood Covenant there is no way to comprehend God’s 

absolute loyalty to His Word 

iii. Communicating the depth of God’s Love and loyalty in a way Man’s 

finite mind could grasp was a difficult process, so God chose Covenant 

as a physical means to convey the intense commitment 

b. God’s Love & Covenant is too Rich for Man’s Intellectual Mind 

i. Ephesians 3:16 

ii. John 16:13 – The Holy Spirit is our Teacher & Guide 

1. The Holy Spirit brings to us Revelation Knowledge 

c. For Jesus to abide in Fullness, we must be rooted & grounded in Hesed-

Agape (God’s Love) 

i. Ephesians 3:17 — Faith has to be rooted & grounded in God’s Love
